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Since 1990 the crisis phenomena in the industry of Ukraine have reached a critical character and appreciably have changed the picture of the regional specialization, relations between some branches and manufactures.

In 1999 the manufacture of the industrial production of the country as a whole made up 49% in comparison with the degree of 1990. The indices of the manufacture's slump in some branches are rather differential. The manufacture's slump in the light industry was the most profound (24% in comparison with the degree of 1990), also in the building materials industry (23%), the engineering and the metal-working industry (36%). The slightest slump was in the electroenergetics (63%), in the glass and faience industry (54%) and the iron-ferrous metallurgy (46%).

The differential speed of the manufacture's slump in the branches caused the appreciable changes in the branch structure of the industry of Ukraine. On the whole, defining the dynamics of changes in the branch structure of the country's industry and its today's peculiarities we can draw such general conclusions:

1. For the mentioned period the burdening of the industry's structure has sharply grown owing to the extension of some branches of the heavy industry, which need considerable expenditure of materials', energy and natural resources, such as the electroenergetics, the fuel industry, the ferrous metal industry and the other branches.

2. The unprecedented sinking of the total volumes and quota of the high-technological manufactures (engineering firstly) and also of the consumers' good's manufacture (light industry firstly) has happened during this period.

If the tendencies don't change in the nearest future Ukraine will practically lose the status of high-industrial country and will become industrial and even low-industrial. The regional processes of the industry's development in the country are subordinate to all the above-mentioned tendencies.

According to the analysis that was carried out, the least manufacture's slump (the significance of the production's index of the industry was more than 50% during the period from 1999 till 1990) is noted in Odeska, Mykolayivska, Zaporizka, Poltavska, Khmelnytska, Cherkaska and Rivnenska regions. There were also the biggest changes of the industry's branch structure in these regions during the analysing period. Basically, they are the swift increase of the electroenergetics' quota (all five nuclear station of Ukraine are situated in this region), of the oil-industry and the oil-refining industry of the chemical, food and the ferrous metal industries.

The rest of the regions are characterized by the high degree of the industrial manufacture's slump, and also by the low intensity of the changes in the branch structure. In these regions the less manufacture's slump in the branches that are more steadfast to the crisis conditions (the electroenergetics, the metallurgy, etc.) are levelled by the stronger slump in the less steadfast branches. This peculiarity conditions the considerable slump of the manufacture in these regions and ranks them with the regions that are crisis-stricken most of all.

Thus, to sum up all above-mentioned we can state that there was no swift manufacture's slump in those regions where the heavy industry's branches have been developed end where the aforesaid branches have been connected with the mining and the processing of raw materials (local imported as well) and the electroenergetic's manufacture, and also where were the branches that had considerable export potential.

In those regions where there branches aren't developed enough or their development is levelled by the considerable drop in production of the other branches at large, the swift slump of the manufacture was noted.
